Pesticide Applicator CEU’s
With many of our traditional in-person meetings not occurring due to COVID related issues, we recognize the issue pesticide applicators face to meet their recertification requirements.  If you are in need of additional continuing educational units (CEU’s) for your private, commercial, or non-commercial pesticide applicator license, please contact our office.  We are able to schedule clients to watch videos at our office that will meet these requirements for up to 8 CEU’s. There is a fee of $10/CEU for this option.

PESTICIDE APPLICATOR TRAINING

If you are interest in obtaining a Private Pesticide Applicators License, applicants are required to attend a training set through Texas A&M AgriLife Extension, and then submit the required paperwork and fees ($100) to the Texas Department of Agriculture.  TDA will then provide the client an account number that they will use to schedule to take the exam with PSI services.  PSI Services has testing centers located in Austin, San Antonio, and 15 other locations across the state.

Clients are able to schedule trainings to view in person at our office, or the training is available online as well.  The cost to view this in our office is $50 which includes the training materials and the cost of the training.  To participate in this training online, the cost is $75. 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Drought Response and Recovery

2020 In-Depth Summary

Relevance

Texas experienced continued periods of severe drought from the Fall of 2010 through 2019.  Due to this lack of precipitation and increased heat, pastures and rangeland had to be de-stocked to adjust for less forage availability, and to prevent damage from overgrazing.  Gonzales county has historically been the largest cow/calf production county in Texas, with the latest estimate placed at 58,000 head of beef cows.  Producers have been able to re-stock since 2014 and are now back to pre-drought levels.  Since restocking, there have been large price volatility in the cattle market, due to supply and demand as seen through the typical cattle cycle.

Response

Texas A&M AgriLife Extension in Gonzales County developed several educational programs to address drought management decisions for beef cattle production. 

· Beef Cattle and Land Management Seminar - 143 participants - January 8, 2020

· Beef and Forage Webinar Series - 17 participants - April 28-30, 2020

· Luling Foundation Webinar - 66 participants- May 21, 2020

· Gonzales County Hay Show/Drought Response Program - 22 participants - October 19, 2020 

· Luling Foundation Winter Forage Variety Trial Result Demonstration – October 21, 2020

· Ranch visits, newsletters, and phone calls allowed for the opportunity to inform land managers on best management practices for their operations.

Results

A customer satisfaction survey was conducted for Beef Cattle and Land Management Seminar with 125 evaluations returned.  When asked “Overall, how satisfied are you with this activity,” the participants were 89% completely satisfied (53%) and mostly satisfied (36%). Seventy-eight percent (78%) of the participants planned to take actions or make changes as a result of the program. Eighty-six (86%) of the survey respondents found information and programs provided to them by Extension quite (46%) and extremely (40%) valuable to them.

Future programming as directed by the Gonzales County Beef Program Area Committee will include a combination of webinar and face-to-face programming as appropriate.
